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HTML tables allow web developers to arrange data into
rows and columns.

A table in HTML consists of table cells inside rows and
columns.

Each table cell is defined by a <td> and a </td> tag.
Each table row starts with a <tr> and ends with a </tr> tag.

Sometimes you want your cells to be table header cells. In
those cases use the <th> tag instead of the <td> tag

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Images

Images can improve the design and the appearance of a web
page.

The HTML <img> tag is used to embed an image in a web page.
Images are not technically inserted into a web page;

images are linked to web pages. The <img> tag creates a holding
space for the referenced image.
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The <img> tag is empty, it contains attributes only, and does not have
a closing tag.

The <img> tag has two required attributes:

src - Specifies the path to the image
alt - Specifies an alternate text for the image

Syntax
<img src="url" alt="alternatetext">

<img src="img_chania.jpg" alt="Flowers in Chania">

Image Size - Width and Height

You can use the style attribute to specify the width and height
of an image.

Example

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If you have your images in a sub-folder, you must include the folder name in the src
attribute:
