ideas. It is essential for clear communication and understanding.

Importance of arranging words logically in:

Grammar, Communication, Problem-solving

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Logical sequence refers to arranging words in a meaningful order.

Examples:

Chronological Order

Cause and Effect

Hierarchical or Priority-based
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OBJECTIVES
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UNDERSTANDING LOGICAL SEQUENCE

Chronological Order: Arranged in the order events occur.

Example: Morning routine: Wake up → Brush teeth → Eat breakfast.

Cause and Effect: Linking an action with its outcome.

Example: Study hard → Score good marks.

Hierarchical or Priority-Based: From most important to least or vice versa.

Example: President → Vice President → Secretary.
